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Amundsen’s (Norway) team arrive at the South Pole on the 14th December 1911.





On 1st November 1911 the team finally begin their expedition to the South Pole.  








They reach the Ross Island on the 4th January 1911 and settle in for the winter.





The ship leaves New Zealand on 29th December 1910 with 34 dogs, 19 Siberian ponies and three sledges.





15th June 1910: The Terra Nova sets sail from Cardiff, Wales. 





17th March 1912 Lawrence Oates bravely dies. He steps out from the tent, knowing that he will not return. 





Scott’s team is not as strong on the way back and become weaker. One of the team, Edgar Evans, collapses and dies on the 16th February 1912.





Scott’s team arrive at the South Pole on the 17th January 1912. They have been beaten by the Norwegians. “It is a terrible disappointment and I am very sorry for my loyal companions.”





12th November 1912 Scott’s, Bowers’ and Wilson’s bodies are found.





Unable to survive the freezing temperatures Robert Falcon Scott, Henry Bowers and Edward Wilson are thought to have died shortly after Scott’s last diary entry on the 29th March 1912.
